Images that include roads, fences, mown or
cultivated fields, or any other human element are not allowed. . The appearance of the “Hand of Man” is
prohibited. Furthermore, no manipulation is allowed except for cropping, exposure adjustments and dust
sensor removal. No cloning to add or delete elements to the composition is allowed.
